Upon drilling 

completion, the three wells will be sequentially flow tested with a view to simultaneously bringing them on to 

production.

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The multi-well program has been designed to significantly reduce drilling costs and maximise operational efficiencies.  

The three well program is being conducted in three phases: 

Phase 1 – Sequentially drilling the upper vertical sections on the three wells – SUCCESFULLY COMPLETED  

Phase 2 – Sequentially drilling the deviated well bore sections on the three wells – UNDERWAY 

Phase 3 – Sequentially flow testing the three wells – NEXT PHASE

The property lies over the DJ Basin which is one of North America’s most prolific oil and gas basins.
